Women of Wisdom Meeting Minutes 11.10.09
Attendance: Kris, Bergith, Roberta, Karen, Loretta, Cynthia
REPORTS:
Reviewed and approved minutes from October’s meeting.
Year End Financial Report: Almost done – Kris is workingwith Book keeper to finish it up. ACTION:  Kris is going to file for an extension for our annual Federal 990 taxes. ACTION:  Roberta will help Kris with the new tax form, and they may go to the SBA for assistance if needed. We reviewed budget for the conference; Kris laid out side-by-side comparisons from last year’s conference. Last year we made about $3,900. This year projected net income is over $9,000. 
Community Connections: Bergith and Roberta already have dates, themes and presenters lined up!! Way to go!! They also set the dates with Veronica for Standing Stone. The Community Connections will be in Jan, April, June Sept., Nov, and January. The themes include: Effective Energetics for Healing; Dance of the Soul; Reclaiming the Feminine; Reconnecting to the Elemental Energies; Healing through Earth Wisdom; Shifting Energy – Greivance.

The whole process was easy b/c they used the extra WOW conference applications that weren’t accepted to create themes and invite people to present. Almost all invited presenters have joyfully accepted. Great work, Bergith and Roberta!
Dance: November dance was small but the word is spreading and several people contacted Karen saying they’d be out of town. We discussed looking into bigger facilities to hold many women. ACTION:  Karen will look into possible dance venues for our women’s dance. Some suggestions included: Seattle Holistic Yoga Center; The Dance Center - where Susan Tate teaches at Greenwood/103rd; Ballard Senior Center; Keystone Church – beautiful room – chapel; Chapel Performance Space at Good Shepherd Center.
Karen proposed to pay her $50 for coordinating and facilitating the monthly dance, then 50% of the balance. We agreed to look at this when there are more people attending.  We will watch the attendance as to when we'll need a larger space.
WOW Conference Update: Brochures are done and they are beautiful!!! Staffing – Kris has hired Kellly as the coordinator. Shea and Elizabeth are doing registration.
Budget: Need office space for January and February. ACTION: Cynthia is going to look into possible office space, and others are invited to do so as well. Staffing costs are higher this year. 
We approved payment to Kris Steinnes for her conference work to be $1,000-$2,000 based on profits.We also discuseed writing a promisory note of $3,000/year for Kris for her work with past conferences from 2003-2009, when she wasn’t paid for her work. The budget also contains more money hiring people to do social networking on the web. Budget overall is close to last year’s.


We approved the budget and also stated our goal to bring in a profit of $20,000 or more. We could easily do this with a larger attendance at Joan and Donna’s evening and workshop events.
Wings: ACTION: Karen will contact Janeal to coordinate her quarterly reports. Wings girls will be coming to Friday’s event in Edmonds. Nothing is certain yet at school in terms of making Wings a daily program. Right now it’s still each Friday, and Janeal is finding volunteers to help her with the program and to offer classes. Judith is doing a grief ceremony with them on 11/20. 
OLD BUSINESS
Kris’ Birthday Party – It was GREAT!! Kris brought thank you cards for donations. We made about $250 profit ( Also got reports that the energy was very good, and it was!!
Survey:  Thanks to Roberta for typing this up. We went over corrections. Kris suggested adding 2 questions: What are new ideas for events? Which events would you like to bring back? Discussed whether to use constant contact and/or monkey survey to send out the survey. Can we send out Monkey Survey from Constant Contact with a link to the survey on Monkey Survey? Can we export our email addresses from Constant Contact to Monkey Survey? How do we retrieve the names and emails for the drawing for conference pass? Should we set up a 2 month free trial survey on Constant Contact? ACTION: Bergith will check our options. Note: we didn’t decide on the date for the survey to go out – but we want them to return the survey in 2 weeks time – and it will have to be no later than the 2nd or 3rd week in January before the conference.
NEW BUSINESS
Membership letters: ACTION:  Cynthia will work on drafting the letter and she and Kris will look at ordering pens for members. 
Council Retreat: Our retreat weekend will be November 21-22, 2009; at Kris’ cabin starting at 9a.m. on Saturday. Meeting agenda will include: Vision meeting follow-up, Healing Circle meeting follow-up, and abundance planning. Discussed how we require financial planning and drawing donors and money magnet people into our organization. Roberta suggested having a blue ribbon committee – bring in expertise in grant-writing, fund-raising and money management. Bergith suggested having targeted goals with dates and amounts. Time to think big and outside our box. Karen is coming Saturday and Cynthia is coming Saturday night and Sunday.
